On Tuesday, September 14, 2004, the Senate Appropriations Committee marked up the FY 2005 agricultural appropriations bill.  The Senate mark for CSREES is $1,149,238,000.  This is an increase of $129,216,000 over the FY 2005 President’s Budget and $25,326,000 over the FY 2004 appropriation with rescission.  It is a decrease of $6,416,000 from the FY 2005 House mark.
